Q: Who is the course instructor?

A: David Johnson, MD, is the medical director and owner of Wilderness Medical Associates®. Dr. John-
son has more than 20 years of experience as an emergency room physician, wilderness medicine in-
structor, and expedition physician. Dr. Johnson is internationally recognized as a wilderness medicine
expert, speaker, and author.

Q: Is the course graded?

A: Yes. Grades are based on attendance (100% attendance is required), completing a pre-test, course
participation, performance on both written and practical final exams. To pass, students must have a cu-
mulative average of 80% or better. Not everyone passes this course.



Q: How do | get to Petoskey, Michigan?

A: There are 2 major airports available, Pellston (PLN) which is served by Northwest is approximately 30
minutes by car north of our campus. The second is Traverse City (TVC) which is served by Northwest
American and United is about 1 hour south of the campus.
